Tasting Room
The Tasting Room is the heart of  our hospitality center, 
featuring vaulted ceilings, a wood-burning fireplace 
and a large picture window with stunning views of  the 
surrounding wine country. This versatile area beckons 
intimate dinners and large gatherings alike, and the stylish 
tasting bar is perfect for group tastings. The Tasting Room 
can accommodate up to 54 sit-down dinner guests and up 
to 180 reception guests. 

Jardine Court
Jardine Court is a circular outdoor courtyard that is ideal for 
receptions, picnics and other social gatherings.

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ARCHITECTURAL NARRATIVE

A famous American architect often stated that successful architecture is derived from “the nature of 
the site, and the nature of the client.”   
 
The Vina Robles hospitality center, like all successful architecture, starts with the place.  
winemakers would call it the terroir.  Architects do not use the term, but the implication is the same.  
The architecture must be rooted in the place, the nature of the site.  This applies not only to physical 
properties such as slopes, sun, winds and vistas, but in the intangibles, the spirit or essence of a site.  
Vina Robles hospitality center captures the spirit of its site. 
 
The Vina Robles hospitality center is a reflection of the client as well. Vina Robles wines are elegant 
and complex.  They are bold, proud and strong, and without pretence.  The same can certainly be 
said of the Vina Robles owners, and staff.  This team has a singular purpose, to craft world class, 
elegant wines of the region.  The hospitality center is an extension of their character and purpose. 
 
The site and the client form the guiding principles for the architecture.  The hospitality center sits 
boldly in a place of prominence on the site, but it does not shout. It stands tall and proud, quietly 
elegant.  The intent of having a strong presence to those traveling the highway has clearly been met.  
Equally important, the goal of creating intimate scale, and a personal sense of place for visitors has 
been met as well. 
 
Building form, materials, detailing and fenestration combine to create a quiet elegance, with clear 
ties to the history of the region.  Hand toweled plaster walls, hand mortared tiles, hewn timbers and 
stone combine to create a sense of place, and a sense of permanence. This is achieved using building 
forms and proportions that are familiar and solid, yet comfortable.  Basic building forms, materials 
and detailing pay homage to the missions of the region.  These forms and materials have been in use 
in the region for hundreds of years, because they work, and work well.  The materiality, mass, and 
generous porticos combine to create a structure that performs well in the Paso Robles climate.  The 
same natural factors (hot days, cool nights) which craft Vina Robles wines, in large part crafted the 
structure. 
 
Although the structure has historic recall, it is also a modern contemporary statement.  Finishes, 
materials and detailing, casework, and lighting evoke imagery that is upscale, chic, and elegant; 
California modern. The Vina Robles hospitality center captures the intangible feel of the Paso
